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This was the second visit by OGT members to
this Japanese-style garden, following our first
visit in October 2007. Rarely open to visitors, this
garden is rated by Timothy Mowl as “the most
moving garden in the county’ and “the most
ravishing and memorable garden of the
twentieth century in Oxfordshire’. On this
occasion we were especially fortunate to be
accompanied by the garden’s creator, Milton
Grundy. He had bought the site, formerly the
kitchen garden to the adjoining vicarage, in 1959
and the house was completed in 1963 to the
designs of Stout and Litchfield. The house, now
protected as a listed building, is a fusion of
modern style with traditional materials. It is a ¥
